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If it is not possible to configure your PC and Xbox in one of the configuration found in
http://www.leafnetworks.net/xbox-config.html and your only option is to have your PC
wireless connected to your router, then following instructions may solve this problem.

Create a bridge connection
The first thing you need to do is to bridge your wireless and wired network connection. It
does not matter if your wired connection is unplugged.

1. Select your wired and wireless connection:

2. Once they are selected, right mouse click and select Bridge connections.



3. After the bridge is created, you will now see:

4. You might need to disable then enable you wireless adapter to force the bridge to
be assigned an IP address.

Forcing compatibility mode
This is step will force your wireless device to act like a wired device so you can capture
Xbox traffic off your network.

5. From the Start Menu, choose Run then type ‘cmd’ and a DOS window will
appear. In this window, type ‘netsh bridge show a’ and you should see:



6. Inthe same DOS window, type ‘netsh bridge seta 1 e’
7. Inthe same DOS window, type ‘netsh bridge seta 2 e’

8. Now if you type ‘netsh bridge show a’ again you should see:

9. Now you should be able to use the Xbox plugin just like your PC was connected
to your router using a wired connection.
